The purpose of the Youth Commission is to empower young people to focus on their vision and goals for the future and to plan and implement strategies that will allow them to reach those goals. The Commission to provide advice, assistance and recommendations to the Board of Supervisors and all County Department heads. In addition, the Youth Commission focuses on anticipating the educational, recreational, and cultural needs of youth. The Commission works to insure the coordination of community resources in order to improve the quality of life of all young people in the County of Riverside.


 The YAC is an excellent opportunity for students to identify, discuss and act on youth-related concerns with their County Supervisor and his staff. Activities for the YAC include a leadership workshop during the summer; community oriented activities the YAC members decide to participate in with County support; and a Youth in Government Day. Some examples of past YAC projects include research on proposed County ordinances to present a YAC recommendation to the Board, work on health fairs, programs on nutrition, the consequences of drunk driving and teenage runaways.
